Prior to my recent back surgery, ECMC
surgeon, Dr. Joe Kowalski, briefed me
on what to expect with the upcoming
procedure. Open an area in my back,
few screws, braces, spacers, and two-three
days in the hospital, sore back, no heavy
lifting, no work for six weeks and... no
driving for six weeks! Excuse me.

No driving! | almost cancelled the
surgery. This is someone who grew up
with cars in the 1950s when cars were
your life, loves driving and who has been
driving constantly for more than fifty years.
(Except for an interlude while in Korea)

One does not just stop driving for six
weeks without good reason. Well, Dr. K
convinced me | did not want to repeat the
surgery due to something stupid | would
do while driving and it would be best if
| listened to him. At this point in my life, |
find myself listening to doctors more, so
following the surgery | held back and
did not drive.

Now | have three cars, two of which
are antiques, the other a sport car, and
two motorcycles. Do | like driving? You
bet.

Not being able to drive, for me, was
similar to a prison sentence. | was “house-
locked,” unable to take a short ride to
the nearby Consumer Beverage facility,
or pull a car out of the garage to look at.
| couldn’t even wash the cars. Is this what
it will be like when I'm 90 and can't lift
a leg to get into the car? Old age is not
looking good at all.

To add to the dire situation, if | wanted

to go anywhere, | had to have my wife
drive me. Now guys know, never ride with
your wife as the driver. It will put you back
in the hospital with a nervous breakdown.
No one drives like you do and to be a
passenger, especially with a wife who is
overly cautious, is torture.

So there | am, literally off the road,
trapped so to speak, in my own house
surround by vehicles | am unable to drive.
A fate worse than death.

On the 42nd day of my sentence, |
was on the road again, cruising down
the highway, listening to the radio and
grinning; | am convinced it helped in my
recovery from the operation which was
successful.

Ironically, this situation could be a
metaphor for the current situation with
gas prices and the future of the auto. The
days of the flathead V8, big and small
block engines, Hemis, have long since
passed and today’s cars are headed for
a redesign that will make them small and
gas efficient. King Auto will be dethroned
and defanged.

For those of us who were teenagers in
the 1950s, the golden age of the auto,
and who loved the days and nights driv-
ing the flathead Fords, straight six Chevys,
and lusted after the new 1955 Chevy V8
which we could not afford, the price of gas
is the last nail in the coffin of “real cars.”

Street racing, Pat’s Drive-In on Sheridan
Drive, drive-in movies and many more
favorite car places, it was the best of
times for many “motor heads,” now with
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grandchildren and gray hair but still with
a hot car in the garage.

The advent of electric cars, alternative
fuel, small efficient autos such as you see
in Europe, is the future of American auto-
mobiles and while necessary there are
those of us around who lived the golden
days of the auto.

You will see us at cruise nights, car
shows, and drag strips and perhaps driv-
ing a rare Chevy or Ford from the 50s
down the highway and hear the mellow
tones of dual exhausts drifting away.

The times they have changed.
